CM1 
Good afternoon.  Welcome to the Tulong-Dunong Interdisciplinary Academic Contest for SY 2014-2015 in ________ Elementary School, Marikina City.

We are your Contest Masters for this afternoon.  I am Kuya ______.

And I am Kuya _____.

CM2
Before we begin with our contest, let us all stand for our Opening Prayer.  (Everyone stands up.)

CM1
Let us pray.  In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.  


Heavenly Father, we praise and thank you for our many talents and abilities.  We thank you too for this chance to show how much we have learned these past few months through our Tulong-Dunong program.  May this academic contest reflect the best of the work we've done and the best of teaching we've received.  We ask this through Christ our Lord.  (Amen.)

CM2
Please be seated.  Before we begin the actual contest, let us review our rules and procedures.  First, each Kuya will be seated with his kids.  He will assign each kid a number from 1 to 4.  He will be responsible for bringing the whiteboard and marker, and for honestly and accurately checking the work of his own set of kids.

CM1  
There are three kinds of questions for our contest: easy, average, and difficult.  Each set of questions may be answered within a specified number of seconds.

CM2
There will be 6 easy questions each in English and Math, 5 average questions each in English and Math, and 3 difficult questions each for English and Math.  Each question will be read twice.

CM1
After the second reading of the question, I will say "Go!"  Only then, will all the kids be allowed to answer the question on a sheet of paper. (Size 3)  Music will be played corresponding to the number of seconds per question.

CM2
After the allotted time, the Contest Masters will call out a number from 1-4.  The kid with that corresponding number will then be given 5 seconds to write his/her answer on the whiteboard.  (Counting will be done by CMs.)

CM1
We will then say, "Raise your boards!"  All boards must be raised to be checked.  The Contest Master will then give the correct answer.

CM2
The Kuya will check the answer of his kids and tally the corresponding score.  Easy questions are worth 5 point, average questions are worth 10 points, and difficult questions are worth 15 points each.

CM1
If the kids' answer is wrong, the Kuya will have to explain the correct answer before we proceed to the next question.

CM2 
At the end of three rounds, the three teams with the highest scores will be given special prizes.  If there is a tie, tie-breaker questions will be given, following a “sudden death” format.

CM1 
Before we begin, may we call all the Kuyas to get the copies of the contest questions from the stage area. Kuyas should only show the question when it is already being read by the Contest Master and cover all other questions.
